 Summary: This is a list of basic items that all scouts should bring to every outing, no matter what. The scout motto is Be Prepared, and ordinary outings are no exception to this rule, so these items should be taken along regardless of the weather, conditions, or area. 

Important: This list is based off of standard 1 day activity, 1 night camping outings in which the scouts return the following day. For outings with special conditions, such as two night campouts, colder weather, or long hikes, the amount of items brought should be increased according to the condition.
