
Boy Scout Board of Review Checklist and Procedures

Before the board:  Make sure you have your merit badges that you’ve earned and that they’re properly attached to your sash.   Your class A uniform should be clean and have the correct rank.  Make sure you have your Boy Scout Book and it has all the necessary signatures and approvals (Scoutmaster Conference).  Many scouts are keeping a 3 ring binder that has their prior ranks, supporting documents, list of activities and notes.  Presenting this at the board of review is a valuable tool for the board to have at its disposal.  Also, make sure the rest of your uniform is proper attire for your BOR – no holes in your clothes, clean shoes …

At the Board of Review (BOR):  You will be going before a panel consistent of 3 Assistant Scoutmasters or Dads.  The panel’s job is to certify that the scout has met the requirements for the rank being sought.  This includes character, requirements, leadership, troop involvement, and any points in the scout law.

When first arriving for the BOR wait outside the room until you are called in.

When first arriving in the BOR room be alert and respectful.  Walk into the BOR room, stand before the board table, state your name and rank being sought.  Then recite the scout oath and scout law.  Once acknowledged you will be asked to be seated.  The board will proceed to ask questions about your scouting career.  The questions and answers could be as few as 10 minutes and could last as long as 30 minutes.  It all depends on how organized and prepared you are and the rank you are seeking.  

Once you’re the review panel has finished with their questions they will ask the scout to temporarily exit while they consider your responses.  Once they have reached a consensus they will ask the scout to return.  They will give the scout their findings and the outcome of the BOR.
